Meeting Minutes
July 7, 2004
1. Call to Order – Chairman Elliott called the meeting to order at 9:00 AM.  Members present were Bob Ravitz, Donna Nigh, Ted Logan, Stan Inman,  P.D. Taylor, and George Burnett.
2. Review / Approval of Meeting Minutes – The minutes were reviewed; the motion was made for approval by Stan Inman and seconded by Ted Logan.  All members voted affirmatively. 
3. Discussion and Possible Action Regarding the Monthly Financial Report- Members had the report in their packets.  Ron Lock stated the report was as usual with one employee being hired and the office rent was higher due to the common area being included.
4. Discussion and Possible Action Regarding Approval of Northcare Behavioral and Social Services as a Treatment Provider – Ron Lock informed the Council he would like to start an all female substance abuse center and Northcare is interested.  Bob Ravitz motioned to approve Northcare Behavioral as a new Treatment Provider, P.D. Taylor seconded.  All members voted affirmatively. 
5. Discussion and Possible Action Regarding 22O.S.988.2 and the changes to admittance and eligibility requirements to Community Sentencing – Ron Lock stated his concerns regarding the new bill as offenders can be placed in Community Sentencing with the District Attorney’s consent no matter what score they received on their LSI.  After much discussion Chairman Elliott asked that this item be tabled until the next meeting.  He asked that George Burnett and Ron Lock find the definition of mental illness.  Motion was made by Stan Inman this item to be tabled, seconded by P.D. Taylor.  All members voted affirmatively. 
6. Discussion and Possible Action Regarding FY-2005 Financial Allocation to Oklahoma County Community Sentencing, to include FY-2005 Community Sentencing Budget – Ron Lock stated he included the budget in the member’s packet; he states Anita Bailey changed it.  Ms. Bailey stated all the figures had to be in equal increments.  Chairman Elliott asked if the money could be moved around if one provider needed more than was budgeted for: Ms. Bailey stated yes the money could be moved around if needed.  
7. Discussion and Possible Action Regarding FY – 2005 Contract with the Department of Corrections Involving Supervision and Other Services -  
The Council asked for certain amendments to the contract:   Section 2 Services/Treatment –  B – Activities Page 2 – 1. Ensure services are offered during the day, evening, and weekends to accommodate employed clients’ and parenting clients’  schedules as determined by Oklahoma County Community Sentencing Council.   Motion by Bob Ravitz to amend this section, seconded by Ted Logan.  All members voted affirmatively.                                                                                              Page 3 – 10 – Ensure compliance with conditions; within 72 hours of knowledge of noteworthy behavior, apply appropriate incentives and sanctions ( in a 4;1 ratio  this part is to be deleted.)  P.D. Taylor motioned for the amendment for this section, George Burnett seconded.  All members voted affirmatively.                                                                               Section 6.2 page 6 – The last sentence to be changed to; Said invoices will also include any and all information required by the Department of Corrections that is necessary to demonstrate the Contractor’s compliance with the Outcome Based Measures of the Contract as mutually agreed by the parties.  Bob Ravitz motioned for the approval of the budget as amended, Stan Inman seconded.  All members voted affirmatively.  

Ron Lock asked that employment be defined in the contract.  Ron Lock was asked to develope a definition and guidelines for offender employment, by Mr. Ravitz.  There was discussion regarding Community Sentencing doing their own substance abuse assessments.  Ron Lock stated he would like to develop an assessment unit.  Chairman Elliott and Bob Ravitz agreed this would be a good idea.

8. Discussion and Possible Action Regarding a Public Service Announcement for Community Sentencing ( Carry over Item) -  Donna Nigh stated Tulsa has never gotten back to her.  Ron Lock was asked to meet with Mrs. Nigh and work on this project.
