In addition to the term of Imprisonrment,
the person may be punished by a fine of not less than One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00) and not more than Five
Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00).

C. Any person who has been served with an ex parte or final protective order who violates said protective order and
without justifiable excuse causes physical mjury or physical impairment to the plaintiff or to any other person named
in said protective order shall upon conviction be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be punished by a term of
imprisonment in the county jail for not less than twenty (20) days nor more than one (1) year. In addition to the term
of imprisonment, the person may be punished by a fine not to exceed Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00).

D. The minimum sentence of imprisonment issued pursuant to the provisions of A, B and C above shall not be subject
to statutory provisions for suspended sentences, deferred sentences or probation, provided the court may subject any

rernaining penalty under the jurisdiction of the court to the statutory provisions for suspended sentences, deferred
sentences or probation.

E. In addition to any other penalty specified above, the court may require a defendant to undergo treatment or participate
in counseling services necessary to bring about the cessation of domestic abuse, stalking, or harassment against the
victim.

A. Any person who has been served with an ex parte or final protective order and is in violation of such protective order, upon
conviction, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be punished by a fine of not more than One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00)
or by a term of imprisonment in the county jail of not more than one (1) year, or both.

C. Any person who has been served with an ex parte or final protective order who violates said protective order and without
Justifiable excuse causes physical injury or physical impairment to the plaintiff or to any other person named in said protective
order shall upon conviction be guilty of 2 misdemeanor and shall be punished by a term of imprisonment in the county jail for
not less than twenty (20) days nor rmore than one (1) year. In addition to the term of imprisonment, the person may be punished
by 2 fine not to exceed Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00).

b. The minimum sentence of imprisonment issued pursuant to the provisions of A, B and C above shall not be subject to statutory
provisions for suspended sentences, deferred sentences or probation, provided the court may subject any remaining penalty under
the jurisdiction of the court to the statutory provisions for suspended sentences, deferred sentences or probation.

Protective Order and enroll in the Batterers Therapy Program, a 28-week group therapy
treatment program. Failure to report within seven (7) days will result in the issuance of a
Bench Warrant for your arrest. If you fail to successfully complete the program within a
35-week period, it may result in you being held in contempt of court, which carries a penalty
of up to one (1) year in the county jail.

You are hereby ORDERED to report to Tri-City Substance Abuse Center at 214 E. Oak,
Seminole, telephone: (405) 382-1112 within seven (7) days of this Final Protective Order
to submit to a complete drug and alcohol assessment. Further, you are ORDERED to
complete the treatment program determined to be necessary by the assessment. Failure to
report and/or complete the treatment program may result in you being held in contempt of
court, which carries a maximum penalty of up to one (1) year in the county jail.

You are hereby ORDERED to report to the District Court of Seminole County, Seminole
Division, 401 N. Main Street, 2nd Floor, Seminole, telephone: (405) 382-0488, on the
day of ,200_, at o’clock __.m., to assess your compliance
with these Court orders. Failure to report to Compliance Court will result in a Bench
Warrant being issued for your arrest and possible prosecution for contempt of court, which
includes a maximum penalty of up to one (1) year in the county jail.
