 A regular meeting of the Oklahoma County Planning Commission was called to 
order by the Chairman, John B. Moore, with all members present:

 A motion was made by Mr. Hisel, seconded by Mr. Swaim, that the minutes of 
the previous meeting on April 6, 1950, and of the special meeting on April 20, 1950, be 
approved as submitted.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Jones moved, seconded by Mr.-Hisel, that Deeds D-127, D-129, D-130, D-
13l, D-132, D-132- A, D-133, D-136 and D-136-A be approved.  Motion carried. 
 


Mr. Hisel made a motion, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Easements E-4, E-5 and E-
6 be approved.  Motion carried. 
 


Motion was made by Mr. Hisel that Plat 3-50-58, Pace Second Addition, be 
approved in preliminary form; motion was seconded by Mr. Palmer and carried. 
 


Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Sapp, that Plat 4-50-63, Rock Village 
Addition, be approved in preliminary form.  Motion carried. 
 


Mr. Hurst moved, seconded by Mr. Swaim, that further action on Plat 4-50-65, 
Douglas City Addition, be deferred for a period of six (6) months for the reason that it 
appears that the Government, as reported in a letter from Gen. F.S. Borum, has 
immediate condemnation proceedings contemplated for acquiring a major portion of this 
area for the Tinker Air Force Base operations.  Motion carried, with Messrs. Palmer and 
Sapp not voting. 
 


Mr. Sapp moved, seconded by Mr. Hurst, that Plat 4-50-60, Boulevard Place 
Addition, be approved in preliminary form.  Motion carried. 
 


On the Plat 4-50-61, Garden of Everlasting Life, Mr. Sapp made a motion, 
seconded by Mr. Hisel, that the number of lots contained in this cemetery be computed 
on the basis of 6,000 sq. ft. per lot for fee purposes.  Motion carried.  Mr. Hurst moved 
that the plat be approved in final form, seconded by Mr. Sapp, and motion carried. 
 







A motion was made by Mr. Sapp, seconded by Mr. Palmer, that Plat 3-50-53, 
Laura Addition, be approved in final form.  Motion carried. 
 


Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Swaim, that Plat 4-50-62, Westminster Second 
Addition, be approved in preliminary form.  Motion carried. 
 


Mr. Sapp moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Plat 4-50-64, Tunnell Addition, be 
approved in preliminary form.· Motion carried. 
 


Mr. Sapp moved, seconded by Mr. Hurst, that Plat 3-50-57, Kanaly’s Douglas 
Blvd. Addition, be approved in final form.  Motion carried. 
 


Motion was made by Mr. Sapp, seconded by Mr. Swaim, that Plat 3-50-52, 
Pretzer Addition, be approved in .final form.  Motion carried. 
 


Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Plat 2-50-51, Tabor’s Commercial 
Addition, be approved in final form.  Motion carried. 
 


Mr. Hurst moved, seconded by Mr. Hisel, that the Commission rescind its action 
of April 6, 1950, in approving Plat 2-50-48, Rotary Park Addition, in preliminary form 
subject to certain requirements.  Motion carried.  Motion was made by Mr. Hurst, 
seconded by Mr. Sapp, that the plat be approved in preliminary form.  Motion carried. 
 


Motion was made by Mr. Hisel, seconded by Mr. Jones, that claims presented by 
Western Bank & Office Supply Co. in the amounts of $17.95 and $3.75, for office 
supplies, be approved.  Motion carried. 
 


The Secretary-Member, J. D. Sapp, reported that Tulsa County Planning 
Commission would like to publish an educational booklet on planning jointly with 
Oklahoma County and suggested a meeting between the two County Commissions to 
work out details.  Discussion ended with Mr. Palmer suggesting that it might be more 
desirable to have this joint meeting later - perhaps about a month - when the land use 
survey had begun, with the thought that an objective would be more definite. 
 


Mr. Palmer reported that the Oklahoma Society of Professional Engineers voted at 
their meeting on April 18, 1950, to cooperate with the Commission on the land use study 
in any manner they could and, specifically, they will appoint a committee to work as an 
interim advisory group to cover any specific problems, if possible. 
 


Motion was made by Mr. Sapp, seconded by Mr. Hurst, that Dr. Leonard Logan 
of the University Research Institute be instructed to consult with the County Attorney in 
drawing up a contract for Phase No.1 of a land use survey, as presented by the Institute.  
Motion carried. 
 


Secretary-Member Sapp announced an Open Forum on the Master Plan to be held 
in Del City on April 25, 1950.

 The meeting was called to order by the Chairman, John B. Moore, with the 
following members present:

 Messrs. Swaim, Hurst and Palmer were absent. 
 
 Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that the minutes of the previous 
meeting on March 16, 1950, and the special meeting on March 22, 1950, be approved.  
Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Hisel, Chairman of a Special Committee on a Negro School Site in a 
proposed area near NE 16 and Bryan Avenue, reported that he and Mr. Sapp, who 
substituted for absent members of the committee, met with Dr. George and went out to 
the site, but the addition is not open now and they therefore do not know what school 
provisions will be made.  It was suggested that this study be foregone until such time as 
the addition plat was submitted. 
 
 Mr. Sapp, Chairman of the Budget Committee, supplemented his fee report of 
March 16, 1950, by submitting an itemized list of the fees collected on each plat 
approved by the Commission, which totaled $1,540. 
 
 Mr. Jones made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hisel, that the Secretary be authorized 
to purchase a Postindex Filing System for plats.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Jones moved, seconded by Mr. Hisel, that Deeds 125 and 126 be approved.  
Motion carried. 
 
 A motion was made by Mr. Hisel, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Plat 3-50-55, 
Evan-Hale Acres, be approved in preliminary form.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Plat 3-50-56, McGee Addition, be 
approved in preliminary form subject to the following conditions:  A minimum of 10’ 
walk-way be made across either lots 6 & 7, Blk 1, across Lots 8 or 9, Blk 7, or across Lot 
1, Blk 4; and subject to approval of the Health Department.  Motion carried. 
 
 Motion was made by Mr. Hisel, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Plat 3-50-59, North 
Prospect Heights Addition, be approved in preliminary form, subject to:  A 10’ walkway 







along Lot 14, Blk 4; a 10’ walkway between Lots 9 and 10, Blk 1, to the creek; and a 50’ 
road right-of-way along Lot 1, Blk 4.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Plat 3-50-57, Kanaly’s Douglas 
Blvd., be approved in preliminary form.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Hisel made a motion that Plat 2-50-48, Rotary Park Addition, Blks 8-15, be 
approved in preliminary form, subject to:  A 50’ radius cul-de-sac on SW 18th Street; a 
50’ width roadway easement continuing west on to Blk 14; and a 20’ utility easement 
along the east end of Lots1, 2, 3 and 4, Blk 13.  Motion dies for want of a second.  Mr. 
Jones moved that Plat 2-50-48, Rotary Park Addition, Blks 8-15, be approved in 
preliminary form, subject to:  A 50’ radius cul-de-sac on SW 18th Street; a 50’ width 
roadway easement continuing west on to Blk 14; a 20’ utility easement along the east end 
of Lots 1, 2, 3 and 4, Blk 13, and to the approval of the final layout by the City Planning 
Commission’s engineer; motion was seconded by Mr. Sapp and carried. 
 
 Judge Earl Foster requested the Commission to set aside requirement of easement, 
3-50-E2, in connection with Deeds 3-50-D117 and D118, Abner Bruce to Oklahoma 
County.  After considerable discussion, the Commission arrived at the conclusion that it 
would be impossible for the Planning Commission to abandon an easement, since, as 
explained by the Secretary-Member, Mr. Sapp, that a roadway easement could only be 
abandoned through action of the District Court, and the Commission therefore declined to 
take any further motion. 
 
 Dr. Leonard Logan and Mr. J. Lee Rodgers, from the University Research 
Institute at Norman, Oklahoma, proposed to the Commission that they would draw up 
preliminary plans and procedures and assist with temporary zoning ordinance up to the 
first of July for $300.00; then, at that time, they would be in position to make a contract 
with the Commission, for the actual land use survey.  Mr. Hisel made a motion that Dr. 
Logan be asked to submit written confirmation of his proposition, outlining just what 
they will do and how the Commission should proceed with the land use survey and also 
what can be done effectively with the balance of our budget for this fiscal year 
($1,500.00).  Motion was seconded by Mr. Jones and carried. 
 
 Mr. Sapp, Secretary-Member, announced that an Open Forum would be held in 
Del City on April 25, 1950, and reported that several communities had been contacted but 
no definite dates set for such meetings. 
 
 Upon motion made by Mr. Jones, seconded by Mr. Hisel, the meeting adjourned.

 Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Swaim, that the minutes of the previous 
regular meeting be approved as submitted.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Deeds D200; D201; D204; D205; 
D206; D209; D210; D211; and D169-A be approved.  Motion carried.  Mr. Sapp moved, 
seconded by Mr. Hisel, that D207, Bassinger to Duffield, be approved, subject to a 30-ft. 
roadway easement along the North side of Bassinger’s entire 5-acre tract and full width 
easement along South side to correspond with the Harlow Addition to the East; and 
further subject to proper utility easements East and West through the tract.  Motion 
carried.  Mr. Sapp moved, seconded by Mr. Hisel, that D208-A, B, C, and D, four Baze 
deeds, be approved, subject to extra 17-ft. roadway easement along the North side on SE 
29th Street, and 30-ft. roadway easement along the West side of all four tracts and on the 
South extending 200-ft. East of the West line.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Easements E23; E-24; E-25-A, B, 
and C; E-26; and E-28 be approved.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Sapp made a motion, seconded by MR. Hisel, that Plat 8-50-79, Arlington 
Memorial Park, which is a cemetery addition, be approved in preliminary form on Block 
1 through 8.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Jones made a motion, seconded by Mr. Swaim, that Plat 6-50-71, Kanaly’s 
Douglas Blvd., Blk 3, be approved in final form, subject to restriction of one-family 
dwellings on each lot.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Jones moved, seconded by Mr. Hisel, that Plat 7-50-77, Sunrise Gardens, be 
approved in preliminary form, subject to a 10-ft. building setback on the East (Darryl 
Avenue); a 21-ft. building setback on the South (SE 29th); and a 25-ft. building setback 
on the West (Bryan Avenue); and further granting an exception for a 25-ft. half-street on 
the East (Darryl Avenue), as per written request.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Sapp made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hisel, that Plat 7-50-75, School 
Addition to Green Pastures, be approved in final form, providing the restrictions state the 
lots will be restricted to one-family dwellings.  Motion carried. 







 Mr. C.E. West, North May & Grand Blvd., appeared in protest to a “hot-rod” race 
tract, known as the Speed-Way Drive In, located on the N½ SE¼, Section 1-12N-4W, 
asking for any relief that the Commission could give him to abate the alleged nuisance of 
the so-called Speed-Way Drive-In.  Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that a 
special study be made of this problem by our planning consultant, who will report at the 
earliest possible moment, such report to include, in the opinion of the planner, for what 
this plot will be eventually zoned.  Motion carried. 
 
 Any action on Plat 8-50-78, Classen Parkwood, was deferred until next meeting, 
in as much as the Commission determined the rules and regulations concerning 
crosswalks in long blocks was not complied with, and the developer was not present to 
ask for exception or give additional information. 
 
 By mutual agreement, the meeting recessed until noon, August 18, 1950. 
 


RECESSED MEETING – AUGUST 18, 1950 – 12:00 NOON 
 
 Present for a discussion of the Interim Zoning Ordinance were:  County 
Commissioners Grover Pendleton, Chas. A. Litton and Edd L. Hisel; Assistant County 
Attorney Roy H. Semtner; Board of Adjustment members Herman Merson and Ray 
Barnett; and Dr. Leonard Logan and Mr. Lee Rodgers of the University of Oklahoma 
Research Institute.  Drafters of the proposed Ordinance were instructed to make additions 
and one or two changes before approval.  The Secretary-Member was authorized to 
publish Notice of Hearing of the proposed Interim Zoning Ordinance to be conducted 
September 14, 1950, at 1:30 P.M. 
 
 Findings contained in the report of the planning consultant, Lee Rodgers, and the 
county on the Speed-Way Drive-In on the N½ SE¼, Section 1-12N-4W, indicate that this 
area should be placed in an agricultural use zone until such time as the increase in 
population warrants platting and then placed in a residential use classification.  
Whereupon, Mr. Hisel moved, since a part of the land was being used for commercial 
use, seconded by Mr. Jones, that a resolution be prepared for petitioners to help abate this 
alleged public nuisance.  Motion carried.  The resolution reads, as follows: 
 


RESOLUTION 
 
 WHEREAS, the findings of a report, by our planning consultant and the county 
engineer, indicate that a parcel of land described as the North Half (N½) of the Southeast 
Quarter (SE¼), Section 1-Township 12 North-Range 4 West, Oklahoma County, 
Oklahoma, should be placed in an agricultural use zone until such time as the increase in 
population within the area will warrant platting and then placed in a residential use 
classification to fit in with and protect the residential nature of the surrounding area; 
 
 AND, WHEREAS, the Oklahoma County Planning Commission, would, if the 
proposed Interim Zoning Ordinance were now in effect, classify, according to its rules 
and regulations, the “hot-rod” races, known as the Speedway Drive-In now being 







conducted for profit on the above-described tract, as Amusement Parks, which cannot be 
located in residential areas; 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Oklahoma County Planning 
Commission shall in any way possible assist residents of the surrounding area to abate 
this public nuisance. 
 
 Motion was made by Mr. Hisel, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Notice of Hearing on 
the Master Plan be published and the date set for September 14, 1950.  Motion carried 
 
 Upon motion duly made, seconded and carried, the meeting adjourned.

 Mr. Sapp made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hisel, that Plat 1-50-40, Winston 
Addition, be approved in final form.  Motion carried. 
 
 A motion was made by Mr. Palmer, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Plat 3-50-56, 
McGee Addition, be approved in final form.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Palmer moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Plat 7-50-75, School Addition to 
Green Pastures, be approved in preliminary form with the provision that Bethel Road be 
extended through Lot 16, Blk 3.  Mr. Sapp moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that on the 
final plat, the abstracter’s certificate be corrected showing definite location of pipeline 
easement and further that each lot be restricted to single family dwellings.  Motion 
carried.

 Dr. Logan and Mr. Rodgers of the University of Oklahoma Research Institute 
were instructed, after a detailed discussion section by section, to make minor corrections 
and changes in the Interim Zoning Ordinance for presentation to the County 
Commissioners for their approval. 
 
 Announcement was made that the City Planning Commission wished to invite the 
members of the County Planning Commission to a Dutch luncheon at the Skirvin Hotel 
Friday, August 4, 1950, for an informal meeting of the two commissions.

 Representatives of the St. Louis-San Francisco Railway Company presented a 
proposed plat of the Frisco May Avenue Industrial Property and discussed plat 
requirements with the Commission.  They were advised by the Commission to proceed 
with this proposed plat to be submitted in preliminary form for the Commission’s action. 
 
 Rev. Chestnut requested permission of the Commission to proceed with building 
on the lots in Plat 11-50-87, Mansfield Addition, that met requirements as to area, 
building line setbacks, etc.  The Acting Chairman informed him that this would meet no 
objection from the Commission, Mr. Sapp objecting due to the fact that the Planning 
Commission had no authority in the issuance of building permits, since this was the duty, 
under the law, of the County Engineer.

 After considerable discussion in regard to the base map and other procedure for 
starting a land use survey, motion was made by Mr. Palmer that the Commission contact 
Joe Smay, President of the Central District of the Oklahoma Society of Professional 
Engineers, to arrange a meeting for the purpose of enlisting their assistance in 
establishing a procedure and arriving at a budget to present to the County Commissioners 
for the land use study and asking them to appoint a committee to work with the 
Commission in accomplishing the above.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Sapp and carried. 
 
 Mr. Hurst made a motion that the action taken at the last meeting, March 16, 
1950, on Plat 2-50-44, Liberty Addition, be waived in view of the restriction now added 
to the plat by the developer to the effect that “no provision for any sewage disposal 
system shall be made unless such system shall conform to and have the approval of the 
Bureau of Sanitary Engineering Oklahoma State Department of Health,” and that the plat 
be approved in final form.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Jones and carried. 
 
 Motion was made by Mr. Jones, seconded by Mr. Hurst, that the claims presented 
by Royal Typewriter Company in the amount of $127.48 covering purchase of a 
typewriter, and by Western Bank & Office Supply Company in the amount of $12.90 
covering supply purchases, be approved for payment.  Motion carried.

D239, be approved.  Motion carried. 
 
 Report was received and filed from the land use consultants on the request of E.A. 
Barnes for rezoning of the N and E 230’ of SE¼ SE¼ and E 17.5 acres of SW¼ SE¼, 
Sec. 14-12N-4W, Oklahoma County, Oklahoma, recommending that the land on NW 39th 
Street be rezoned for commercial purposes and that the land on Portland Avenue not to 
exceed 433’ S of the center line of NW 39th Street be zoned for commercial purposes.  
Mr. Barnes requested that the Commission wither rezone the entire area, as requested, or 
none at all, as he had already made arrangements for construction and was going ahead 
with those plans regardless of the Commission’s rules and regulations in respect to 
zoning and building.  During a public hearing, as publicized according to law, Mr. Hurst 
requested that the City of Oklahoma City be given time to further study this area, as it 
adjoins the city limits, in order to coordinate city and county zoning.  Whereupon, Mr. 
Jones moved, seconded by MR. Hurst, that the hearing on this request for rezoning be 
continued until November 30, 1950, at a special meeting, in order that this matter be 
given further city referral.  Motion carried. 
 
 A public hearing, publicized according to law, was conducted on the request of 
E.F. Hedges for rezoning of the S 117’ of Lot 10, Blk. 15, King’s Subdivision of Munser 
Addition, being part of SE¼, Section 7-11N-2W, Oklahoma County, Oklahoma.  Report 
from the land use consultants was received and filed, recommending that this property 
not be zoned for commercial purposes.  Upon request of Mr. Hedges, supported by 
petition from adjoining property owners, that he be given time to secure requests from 
additional property owners on SE 29th Street to create a larger area for rezoning, motion 
was made by Mr. Hisel, seconded by Mr. Jones, that this hearing be continued until 
December 7, 1950.  Motion carried. 







 A public hearing, publicized according to law, was conducted on the request of 
Jake Samara to rezone a tract of land described as 3131 NE 23rd Street into a Special Use 
classification.  Based on report received from the land use consultants, Mr. Jones moved, 
seconded by Mr. Hisel, that, inasmuch as construction for this use was in process before 
the enactment of the zoning regulations, this property owner be advised that his property 
is zoned as of its present use on the enactment date of the zoning regulations and 
therefore would require no action on the part of this Commission.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Hurst, that Plat 11-50-87, Mansfield Addition, 
be approved in preliminary form, subject to a 25' building line on business lots; showing 
district court case number vacating streets in previous plat; and changing Restriction No. 
5 to read that the plans be submitted to the Oklahoma County Planning Commission 
rather than the County Judge.  Motion carried. 
 
 Consideration on Plat 11-50-88, Hathaway 6th Addition, was passed over to the 
next regular meeting for the reason that apparently many engineering requirements were 
yet to be met and the developer or his representative was not present. 
 
 Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Plat 11-50-89, Revised Masonic 
Garden, a subdivision of Section 4, Chapel Hill Memorial Gardens, a cemetery, be 
approved in final form.  Motion carried

Addition, be approved in final form, subject to a 25’ building line on the three lots and 
granting exception requested to the size of lots 1 and 2, i.e. 49.75’ in lieu of minimum 
requirement of 50’.

Classen to OG&E, be approved subject to a 17-ft. easement.  Motion carried. 
 


Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Hurst, that Easement E-49, 17-ft. roadway 
easement on D237, and Easement E-51, roadway easement on D236; and Easements E-
52-a-b-c-d-e-f, E-53, and E-54, Oklahoma Natural Gas right-of-way agreements, be 
approved.  Motion carried. 
 
 Report from land use consultants was received, which indicated that the West 
165’ of the N 235.6’ of W½ NW¼ NW¼ NE¼, Sec. 34-12N-4W (a tract of land lying 
between Meridian and MacArthur on NW 10th Street), known as Bush’s Commercial 
Addition would be acceptable as a commercial zone for only the proposed addition of 
three lots and if a declaration of intent to immediately develop the area is given.  A 
preliminary plat of this addition has previously been submitted to the Commission for 
consideration.  After due notice of hearing for proposed rezoning was published, 
according to law, a public hearing was held, during which no objection was voiced.  Mr. 
Hurst moved, seconded by Mr. Hisel, that the Commission approve the request of E.J. 
Bush, owner, and the petition of adjoining property owners for the W 165’ of N 235.6’ of 
W½ NW¼ NE¼ NE¼, Sec. 34-12N-4W to be zoned as a commercial district, and 
recommend to the Board of County Commissioners that this property be so zoned.  
Motion carried. 
 
 Based upon a report from the land use consultants, Mr. Sapp moved that the 
Commission recommend to the Board of County Commissioners, at their request, that the 
street lying between Blocks 30 and 31, Second Stockyards Addition, being a part of the 
NE¼, Section 7-11N-3W, Oklahoma County, Oklahoma, not be vacated for the reason 







that it is needed for the drainage of that area.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Hisel and 
carried. 
 Mr. E.L. Overholser, adjoining property owner, objected to the approval of Plat 8-
50-80, Happy Vale Addition, unless a drainage ditch was provided to take care of water 
backing up on adjoining property.  He also claimed that the street layout would create a 
greater drainage problem.  Mr. Hurst moved, seconded by Mr. Hisel, that action on this 
plat be deferred until next meeting to grant sufficient time for developers to consult with 
the County Commissioners and County Engineer regarding drainage requirements.  
Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Sapp moved, seconded by Mr. Hurst, that the cemetery plat, 10-50-86, 
Second Addition to Chapel Hill Memorial Gardens and First Addition to Garden of 
Everlasting Life, be approved in final form.  Motion carried. 
 
 Mr. Sapp moved, seconded by Mr. Hurst, that Plat 4-50-62, Westminster Second 
Addition, be approved in final form subject to engineering requirements of referencing 
section corner and outlining the adjoining addition to show building lines; and further 
subject to posting of certified check for 20% of the estimated cost $3,190.00 of street 
improvements.  Motion carried.

Mr. Hisel moved, seconded by Mr. Jones, that Plat 11-50-90, cemetery plat of 
Memorial Park, Section 47, be approved in final form.  Motion carried. 
 


Mr. Jones moved, seconded by Mr. Hisel, that Plat 11-50-88, Hathaway 6th 
Addition, be approved in preliminary form with the Commission recommending that the 
half-street on the south (NW 54th) be paved with only the North side having curb and 
gutter and the paving set out 10 ft. from this addition on the North, in order to provide 
off-street parking and making it more convenient to widen the street later.  Motion 
carried. Upon request of the developer and his engineer, Mr. Hurst moved, seconded by 
Mr. Sapp, that the requirement of receiving the final plat ten days before the next meeting 
be waived and that this plat be accepted for the next regular meeting, all other 
requirements remaining the same.  Motion carried. 
 


Report was received from the land use consultants on the request of St. Louis-San 
Francisco Railway Company, et al for the re-zoning of part of the NW¼ and SW¼, 
Section 7-11N-3W for industrial purposes, which recommended the re-zoning as 
requested.  Upon the request of representatives of the railway company, Mr. Sapp moved, 
seconded by Mr. Jones, that this public hearing, publicized according to law, be 
continued for another week in order that the railway company might present a proposed 
plat of this area at the same time.  Motion carried.  Mr. Hurst as chairman, Mr. Hisel and  
 







Mr. Jones was appointed by the Chairman as a special committee to meet as soon as the 
plat is received in order to relay valuable information to the Commission at the next 
meeting concerning the desirability of re-zoning. 
 


Continuing the public hearing on the request of E.A. Barnes for re-zoning of 
property on NW 39th and Portland for commercial use, Mr. Hurst reported that this 
property had been petitioned to the City of Oklahoma City for admission into its 
corporate limits and would be considered for approval by the City Council on December

continued until the meeting of this Commission on December 21, 1950.  Motion carried. 
 


The Secretary-Member reported that the County Clerk had accepted easements 
from a public utility corporation without the approval of the Planning Commission and 
suggested that a special Committee appointed by the Chairman confer with the County 
Clerk regarding his cooperation.  It was agreed by the Commission that this should be 
done; however, it was suggested that a formal opinion from the County Attorney be 
secured, covering these questions: 
 


(1) Can the Planning Commission, under the statutes, require a public utility to 
conform to setback line requirements? 


 
(2) Can the Planning Commission require the public utility to acquire as 


easements all of the property from the existing lines back to a proposed 
setback line, specifically from the 33’ line back to the 50’ line? 


 
(3) Under what circumstances can we require approval of deeds and easements of 


public utilities prior to filing?

Section 8 refers only to plats and to the power of the County 
Planning Commission in regard to same.  It also refers to the power of Zoning.  Under the 
Master Plan, you may require certain streets be approved considering qualifications of the 
Planning Commission.  The point was brought out that the Rules and Regulations are not 
in force unless they have been presented in a public hearing. 
 
 Section (9):  The Major Street Plan to be referred to the County Commissioners 
for requirements as to set backs or building lines on major highways and provides for 
public hearings before the Planning Commission. 
 
 Skip Section Ten. 
 
 Section (11):  Zoning.  If surrounding cities or towns do not have a Planning 
Commission, the County Planning Commission to maintain jurisdiction within town 
boundaries, if requested to do so by the town board. 
 
 Mr. Palmer made a suggestion that all surrounding areas be informed of the policy 
of the County Planning Commission, even if the city has a Planning Commission.  The 
Commission has jurisdiction with five miles outside the city limits of Oklahoma City and 
within one mile of other cities. 







 Suggested:  The Secretary should write to all the municipalities in the surrounding 
areas advising them of the fact that the County Planning Commission is set up and that 
we are to exercise the functions, set forth by law, as to regulations to within one mile of 
the town, or if the town requests, to exercise our function within the town.  Agreement by 
Commission members to meet with town boards and citizens of various communities in 
order to explain law, functions, and policies and the ideals of the Planning Commission. 
 
 Section (12):  Discussion on Buildings and Lands:  The Commission could restrict 
the size of the lots, but we cannot regulate the size of the buildings or what buildings to 
erect, but we could restrict them economically by setting up stringent requirements on 
plat restrictions, etc. 
 
 Section (13):  No discussion. 
 
 Section (14):  Skipped. 
 
 Section (15):  Adoption of Zoning Regulations. 
 
 Section (16):  Deals with Amendments. 
 
 It was decided that the Secretary make a request to the County Commissioners 
that they recommend boundaries of districts for zoning by the Planning Commission.  
The Secretary should draw up a letter for the County Commissioners requesting the 
zoning of the County’s areas.  A public hearing should be made for all areas to be 
affected and special notices should be distributed to all towns.  A community hearing 
should be held.
